Where:  Kokomo, IN
When: leaving Sunday July 17th

Returning Saturday July 23rd …we’ll be welcomed back at Mass on the Grass on July 24th.  more info about that later…

What to expect on the way to camp: the current plan is to be commissioned at the 8:15am Mass and hit the road by 9:45am and head straight to camp…Pack a lunch!!!
What to expect while at camp: We focus on two primary areas of ministry: children and home improvement. Our work with children consists of a hands-on afternoon program led by your youth, known as Kids Club. Kids Club offers high-energy games, crafts, skits, songs and interactive lessons all designed to help kids learn about Jesus. Work projects Work projects may include home repair, painting projects and may include building/repairing porches and community beautification projects. Groups will also work alongside numerous social service organizations to support the elderly.
While at camp: you will be working with a group of kids from all over the U.S., Youth Works does cap their camps at about 75 people, some  camps can be smaller somewhere around 60 –65 people or so. 

You will be staying in a school on the floor or classrooms, your crew helps once during the week with meals, there are evening programs and “church” time, there are pre-planned evening activities that generally involve being in and with community members at least one night during the week.  There is free time to meet new people, play games, chat.  

Return Trip: we will leave Friday morning and start heading back home, we’ll either be heading to Notre Dame for a Campus Visit/Tour (which is really fun) or we’ll head to the Indiana Dunes State Park. 
Cost: the total cost per person for a trip like is generally about $650.00 dollars, of that students will pay out of pocket a total of $300.00  $50.0 deposit, then the last $250.00 gets split up over 2-payments and EVERYONE is asked to participate in the fundraisers so we can raise the needed funds to cover transportation, food and fun expenses.  

Fundraisers: the fundraisers that we did last year included 3 Flapjack Fundraisers at Applebee’s Bike-a-thon with Fr. Art, the Aluminum Can Drive is ongoing, Dine & Donates at Moe’s Southwest Grill & Culvers, as well as selling left over t-shirts, we can do 1 more fundraiser on “campus” meaning on the premises of St. James. 
Who is eligible to go on the Mission Trip:  Anyone that is currently in 9h grade thru the age of 19. Adult chaperones are ALWAYS needed!!!! If you are currently in 8th grade a parent or older sibling must accompany you on the trip. 
How do I register for the trip:  simply fill out the attached form and get it back to Tracy in the CF office by 3 pm on Monday November 1st.
